In late 1979, a group of opposition leaders held speeches to mark 

International Human Rights Day. The event was broken up by 

military police, leading to a conflict with the participants that became 

known as the Kaohsiung Incident. 

In the aftermath, well-known opposition leaders were imprisoned, 

including Chen. Overseas Taiwanese organized a campaign to help 

the accused by bringing them to the attention of mainstream American 

society and media. This saved the dissidents from the death penalty. 

The incident was a watershed moment for Taiwan’s democracy 

movement.  
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On August 3, Chen Chu, Chairperson of the National Human Rights Commission, gave Nancy Pelosi 

a tour of the Jingmei White Terror Memorial Park. Chen said the United States had played a key role 

in promoting the process of democratization in Taiwan.
